What is a miraculous medal? It originated with an apparition of the Blessed 
Mother to St. Catherine Labouré in Paris 1830. The medal honors the 
Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary. On one side of 
the medal, Mary standing on a Globe crushing the serpent’s head; on 
the other side, the letter M, twin hearts of Jesus circled by thorns, 
Mary pierced by a sword, circled by 12 stars. This medal is one of the 
most popular of all medals. It is called Miraculous because of the miracles that  
were said to have been performed for the benefit of those who wore it.
