Informal, unofficial diplomatic 
relations have existed between the U.S. and 
the Vatican since 1784. The Papal States 
allowed the U.S. Navy to enter their ports. 
1797 Consular representation began, and in 
1847, a diplomatic post established in the 
Papal States. In 1868, the Protestant 
suspicion of Rome closed diplomatic 
relations for the next seven decades. In 1939, 
relations re-opened. In 1951, first ambassador 
to the Holy See was Gen. Mark Clark.  

On the church’s side, its diplomats are 
called Nuncios representing the Holy See to 
other nations.
