Priests Pension Dioceses Struggle to Pay 

Priests Pension. There are 195 Catholic dioceses 

in the U.S. Many of which do not have adequate 

priest pension funds for the retirement of 

priests. Of active priests in ministry today, 50% 

are 60 years and above, another ten years and a 

mass of retirees begins. Today retired priests are 

charged to live in rectories, many never 

expected that. Diocesan Pension Funds are not 

subject to government regulation. Bishops are 

now increasing priests retirement age from 70 

to 75. Because of higher operating costs, less 

revenue, financial struggles, market downturns, 

recession, dioceses are struggling to balance 

their annual budgets and pension funds are easy 

to dip into.
